Submission of Works

· You have been invited to submit up to 3 works to the ‘Homecoming’ exhibition. 

· A single work can be made up of several parts e.g. 3 paintings making up a triptych or a set of vases – but all works made up of multiple parts must be for sale as a single item. 
· Selection is by digital image, so please ensure that all images are of good quality, in 300dpi (5x5cm) jpeg format and labelled in the following way: Surname.initial.titleofpiece.jpeg for example Bloggs.J.Untitled.jpeg.

· A disc with images should accompany the submission form, submission fee and 50-70 words about each work submitted and be returned to Barbara Gallati, 44 Alpha Road, Southville, Bristol, BS3 1DH by 5pm, 14 September 2007.
· If artist/maker requires return of disc an SAE must be provided for that purpose.

· A fee of £8 (current SBA members) or £10 (non-SBA members) entitles the artist/maker to submit up to three works.
· The Selection Panel reserves the right to reject any or all submitted work. Invitation to submit does not guarantee selection.
· Any queries about Submission process should be directed to Barbara on 0117 9532641.
Exhibits

· Exhibits must be original, the artist’s unaided work. They may be in any media. All 2D work must be framed. (However, metal frames, Perspex or unframed glass will not be accepted.)
· More and detailed information will be sent out to the artists/makers whose work is selected.

Selection

· The Panel will consist of representatives from the SBA Steering Committee and the Grant Bradley Gallery.
· The Panel’s decision must be regarded as final. 
· Selected artists/makers will be notified on 30 September 2007.
Commission on Sales

· Commission will be at the rate of 30% taken from the retail price given by the artist/maker. So please take this into account when pricing your work. However, your work does not have to be for sale.
Payment to Artists

· Artists will be paid as soon as possible after the exhibition closes. Please allow up to three months.

Delivery of Artworks

· Selected artworks must be delivered to the Grant Bradley Gallery, 1 St Peter’s Court, Bedminster Parade, Bristol, BS3 4AQ on Saturday 20 October 2007, 10-4pm.

· The SBA and Grant Bradley Gallery will only accept work that has been selected. Replacement pieces will not be displayed.

· Whilst the SBA and Grant Bradley Gallery will take every possible care of works, we cannot accept responsibility for loss or damage to artworks.

· All entries must be covered by artist’s own insurance.

Hanging Artworks

· The SBA and Grant Bradley Gallery reserve the right not to hang any piece of work selected by panel for artistic or practical reasons.

· Selected work will be displayed at the discretion of the Grant Bradley Gallery and the SBA.

Opening of Exhibition

· The Private View will be held on Friday 26 October 2007, 7-9pm with prize(s) being awarded at 8pm.
Collection of Artworks
· Work should be collected from the Grant Bradley Gallery, 1 St Peter’s Court, Bedminster Parade, Bristol, BS3 4AQ on Friday 23 November 2007. Due to lack of storage space, the gallery reserves the right to dispose of any work of art not collected within 7 days. Gallery opening hours: Monday - Saturday, 10-4pm.
